Her parents are given as Thomas Sharp, pendicler (deceased) and Mary Sharp, maiden 
surname  Anderson (deceased).  Janet's death was registered by her son, John Main Edwards of 18

14. William DUNCAN ,27,33,34 son of John DUNCAN and Annie MURRAY, was born on 13 August 1846 in 
Monifieth, Angus.35,60,61  Monifieth OPR's - "1846 - Duncan - to John Duncan, ploughman in Castleton 
and Annie Murray, his spouse, a son born 13th August, baptised 2nd September in presence of the 
Congregation".  On 5 November 1876 William was an agricultural labourer in Broughty Ferry.61  The 
address was: Ferry Farm.   

He married Marjory JOHNSTON on 5 November 1876 in Dundee.61  The address was: Rosehall Church.  
They were married after Banns according to the Established Church of Scotland.  On their marriage 
certificate, William is noted as aged 29, a bachelor and agricultural labourer residing at Ferry Farm, 
Broughty Ferry.  His parents are given as John Duncan, ploughman, and Annie Duncan, maiden 
surname Murray.  Marjory is noted as aged 24, a spinster and jute weaver residing at 12 Bank Street, 
Dundee.  Her parents are given as Andrew Johnston, hand loom weaver (deceased) and Elspeth 
Johnston, maiden surname Gordon.  The witnesses were Andrew McColl and Helen McIntyre.   

William appeared in the census on 3 April 1881 in Broughty Ferry.62  The address was: Woodhouselee 
Bothy.  On 3 April 1881 he was a ploughman in Broughty Ferry.62  On 12 April 1886 he was a farm 
grieve.34  He appeared in the census on 5 April 1891 in Monifieth.35  The address was: Grieve's Cottage, 
Redhouse Farm.  On 5 April 1891 he was a farm grieve in Monifieth.35  He appeared in the census on 31 
March 1901 in St Martins, Perth.36  The address was: Cairnbeddie.  On 31 March 1901 he was a farm 
grieve in St Martins.36  On 6 August 1911 he was a farm grieve.33   

He died of influenza on 12 February 1915 in Dundee.63  The address was: 129 Clepington Road.  On his 
death certificate, he is noted as a retired farm grieve, married to Marjory Duncan, maiden surname 
Johnston.  His parents are given as John  Duncan, ploughman (deceased) and Annie Duncan, maiden 
surname Murray (deceased).  William's death was registered by his widow, Marjory Duncan. 

 

15. Marjory JOHNSTON ,27,33,34,63 daughter of Andrew JOHNSTON and Elspeth GORDON, was born on 4 
October 1851 in Broughty Ferry.35,61,64  Broughty Ferry OPR's - "1851 born 4 October and baptised 31 
October, Marjory natural daughter of Andrew Johnston, weaver, and Elspeth Gordon"  [Note:  use of the 
word "natural" instead of "lawful" indicates that Marjory's parents were not married at the time of her 
birth].  Marjory appeared in the census on 2 April 1871 in Dundee.65  The address was: 4 Clepington 
Road.  On 2 April 1871 she was a packing girl in jam factory in Dundee.65  On 5 November 1876 she 
was a jute weaver.61  On 5 November 1876 she was resident in Dundee.61  The address was: 12 Bank 
Street.  She appeared in the census on 5 April 1891 in Monifieth.35  The address was: Grieve's Cottage, 
Redhouse Farm.  She appeared in the census on 31 March 1901 in St Martins.36  The address was: 
Cairnbeddie.  On 31 March 1901 she was a grieve's wife in St Martins.36  She and William DUNCAN had 
the following children:

1841 Census 
 
Ages of people over the age of 15 were rounded down to the nearest 5 years for statistical purposes, 
thereby, for example, those aged 30 – 34 would all be listed as age 30.  This only applied to the 1841 
Census. 
 
Proclamation of Banns 
 
Proclamation of Banns was the notice of intent to marry and a couple were supposed to be “proclaimed” for 
3 consecutive Sundays before the marriage could take place.  If the bride and groom lived in different 
parishes, the banns would be proclaimed in both parishes, which explains why the same couple may have 
two different marriage “dates” in two different places.  The marriage itself did not always take place after the 
banns had been read.  Each party may have a “cautioner” or sponsor who may have had to pay a fee to 
prove the intention of the couple to marry. 
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Glossary of terms used in this Report 

 
Cal:   Stands for “calculated” which may be used to ascertain a year of birth when the actual birth or baptism 
data has not yet been found.  It may be calculated by subtracting the Age at Death from the Year of Death, 
or by using information from a Census to give a guideline as to the year of birth. 
 
Est:    stands for “estimated” – where a date of birth is not available and the year cannot be calculated using 
data from a Census document or Marriage Certificate, for example, so a possible year of birth is estimated in 
order to give a rough guideline.
